Rationale:

The MA in Elementary Education provides the classroom teacher with an
opportunity for study in several core areas in addition to developing in-depth knowledge
in a selected area of emphasis. The degree also provides options which lead to
licensure by the West Virginia Department of Education in Early Childhood Education,
Math through Algebra I, School Library Media, Middle Childhood Education and
Teaching English as a Second Language.

The program has a diverse and well-prepared faculty that is actively involved with
school systems, RESAs and other agencies across the region. The program has been
especially effective in identifying and responding to the emerging training/licensure
needs of the classroom teacher. Program faculty have been institutional leaders in
using a cohort delivery model to provide access to the program in some of West
Virginiads most rural areas.

The Elementary Education program has served as an institutional model for the
development and use of electronic course delivery. A complete electronic degree has
been available now for several years.

Program graduates perform at a very high level on state licensure exams and
both employer and graduate survey data reflect high satisfaction with the program.

The program has developed a comprehensive assessment program and faculty
are using the data from this system to guide program revisions and improvement.
Program enrollment and graduate production are strong and the available data indicate
that enrollment will remain steady with a potential for moderate increases over the next
five years.

The MA in Elementary Education is a healthy, responsive and viable program
which is addressing the graduate training needs of the state and the region.

Through completion of core, specialization and capstone requirements,
candidates, who are predominantly professional educators, are prepared as
specialists within their selected field of study (area of emphasis).

The Graduate School of Education and Professional Development
provides an array of degree and professional development programs, continuing
education opportunities and services designed to address the needs of the adult
learner. Generally, students served by the School are mid-career professionals
who are committed to continuing their career and professional development
within the state, region or local community. The School provides professional/
technical expertise for the service area and is actively involved in addressing
educational, mental health and social issues at the regional and state level.

A. ADEQUACY

1. Curriculum: The 39 credit hour program is divided into three
components, including: 1) a general education core with courses in
advanced instructional strategies, educational evaluation,
technology integration, human development, and research/writing
(15 hours); 2) courses within the candidate® selected specialization
(18-24 hours); and 3) the capstone experience (0-6 hours) which
may include completion of a comprehensive exam. Students within
the MA in Elementary Education may select from the following nine
areas of specialization:

English as a Second Language

Instructional Processes and Strategies

Faculty: Faculty assigned to serve the MA in Elementary
Education include 12 full-time faculty within the Graduate School of
Education and Professional Development in South Charleston
(Assistant Professor = 2, Associate Professor = 2, Professor = 8),
14 full-time faculty within the College of Education in Huntington
(Assistant Professor = 2, Associate Professor = 2, Professor = 10),
and at least 25 active/returning part-time faculty (MA = 10, MS =1,
MLS =1, EdS =2, EdD = 12). All full-time and part-time faculty are
teaching courses appropriate to their respective degrees.

In addition to serving the MA in Elementary Education, faculty
within the Graduate School of Education and Professional
Development support the following advanced programs: the MA in
Early Childhood Education, the MA in Secondary Education, the
Master of Arts in Teaching, the EdS in Curriculum and Instruction,
the EdD in Curriculum and Instruction, and nine graduate certificate
programs. Elementary Education faculty within the College of
Education support both initial and advanced programs with
responsibilities in Early Childhood Education, Educational
Foundations and Technology, and Elementary/Secondary
Education.

As shown in the Faculty Data Sheets (Appendix I1) full-time faculty
are demonstrating effort to stay current in their fields and enhance
their teaching through participation in professional development
activities and by attending conferences. Faculty are actively
involved in professional organizations, presenting at conferences,
writing for publication, and community service. Some also outline
receipt of grants/contracts and awards/honors.

Students:

a. Entrance Standards: Admission to the Master of Arts in
Elementary Education requires submission of the graduate
application for admission, completion of a baccalaureate
degree from an accredited college/university, submission of
transcripts with at least a 2.5 undergraduate GPA,
consideration of any prior graduate course work, and
submission of test scores from either the Graduate Record
Exam (with 800 minimum combined Verbal and Quantitative
score) or Miller Analogies Test (with 387 minimum scaled
score). While each applicant is evaluated based on the
above stated criteria, there is some flexibility in considering
applicants for Provisional admission, noting that superior
performance in one area may compensate for failing to meet
requirements in another area. Since some areas of
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emphasis within Elementary Education may also lead to
added endorsements for licensed West Virginia teachers,
applicants must provide documentation of their teaching
credentials.

Entrance Abilities: As illustrated in Appendix Ill, a total of
188 candidates were admitted with an average
undergraduate GPA ranging from 3.38 (2009-2010) to 3.55
(2007-2008). Combined Verbal and Quantitative mean
scores from the GRE ranged from a low of 833 (2005-2006)
to a high of 876 (2007-2008). Scaled scores from the MAT
were not provided by Institutional Research for inclusion in
this report.

Exit Abilities: As shown in Appendix IV, the MA in
Elementary Education had 137 graduates with average
graduate GPAs ranging from 3.77 (2007-2008) to 3.90
(2005-2006). An additional 15 candidates completed
graduate certificate programs affiliated with specializations in
Elementary and Secondary Education.

Students completing specializations in Early Childhood
Education, Library Media Specialist, Mathematics through
Algebra I, and Middle Childhood Education are required to
complete the Praxis exam to qualify for teacher licensure.
Marshall University receives a single set of data that
combines the results of initial and advanced candidates for
each specialty. From 2005-2010, pass rates ranged from 94-
100% for Early Childhood Education, 100% for Library Media
Specialist, 53-93% for Mathematics through Algebra I, and
86-88% for Middle Childhood Education.

Termination of the program might result in the loss of faculty
positions and in turn could require less personnel and
operating expenses. However, there would also be a decline
in incoming tuition dollars and potential third party contract
funds that would be greater than the cost of continuing the
program.

Facilities: Campus based courses are offered from Jenkins
Hall (COEHS - Huntington) and the Academic Center
(GSEPD - South Charleston). Jenkins Hall offers office
space for faculty within the School of Education and
classroom space including the availability of Internet and
multimedia resources. Jenkins Hall also houses the Learning
Resource Center, the Susan Runyan Maier Distance
Learning Classroom, and the Reading Center Classroom. In
Huntington, candidates also have access to the University
library, theater and arts, science laboratories, and athletic
facilities, etc.

In South Charleston the administration building (GC) has
40,000 square feet and houses faculty and staff offices, two
computer labs, 5 classrooms with equipment for multimedia
classroom presentations, 2 traditional classrooms, a poly-
com classroom for conferencing, and a bookstore. The
Robert C. Byrd Academic Center (AC) is also located on the
South Charleston campus. The academic center has 24,000
square feet and contains a library, the Byrd Center for
Manufacturing Technology, two distance learning electronic
classrooms, a poly-com classroom for conferencing, a
WIMBA classroom, 4 classrooms with equipment for
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multimedia classroom presentations and 5 traditional
classrooms.

Courses are also offered at off-campus facilities including
the Higher Education Center in Beckley, the Mid-Ohio Valley
Center in Pt. Pleasant, and the Harless Center in Gilbert.

Currently, the available classroom facilities, clinical spaces,
and computer labs are adequate to support the MA in
Elementary Education.

Online Courses: Online courses and enrollments are included in
Appendix VI. The Master of Arts in Elementary Education is
available and may be completed online.

Service Courses: Service courses used by the MA in Elementary
Education are included in Appendix VI. These include the core,
elective, and capstone requirements for completing the MA.

Program Course Enrollment: From Summer 2005 through Spring
2010 there was a total seat count of 11,606 students across the
core, specialization, capstone experience, including elective and
service course enrollments.

Program Enrollment: The data show that 188 new candidates
were admitted during the last five years. Additional Graduate
Certificate only students with specializations related to the MA in
Elementary Education were also admitted. Yearly headcounts
based on fall course enrollments ranged from a low of 123 (2005-
2006) to a high of 148 (2008-2009). There were 137 program
graduates and 15 additional graduate certificate graduates. For
supporting data see Appendix VII and Figure 1.

Enrollment Projections: The teacher shortage, state and national
education policy, and the population of over 100,000 children under
the age of five in West Virginia suggest that enrollment in the
Elementary Education program should remain consistent during the
next five years.

Advisory Committee: The Educational Personnel Preparation
Advisory Committee (EPPAC) is mandated by WV Department of
Education Policy 5100. EPPAC covers the design, delivery, and
evaluation of programs for the preparation of teachers and other
school personnel. EPPAC includes personnel from P-12 schools,
faculty within the PEU, faculty from arts and sciences who work
with teacher preparation, representatives from the WV Department
of Education, teacher education candidates, and community
members involved with education.

Graduates/Job Placement: Nearly all candidates admitted to
Elementary Education are already employed as professional
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educators and patrticipate in graduate education on a part-time
basis to upgrade skills and/or to acquire new skills or licensure.

Local school systems and the WV Department of Education
routinely provide information about employment opportunities.
Faculty provide recommendations for program graduates seeking
other or new employment in addition to providing recommendations
for candidates seeking admission to education specialist and
doctoral programs. Faculty maintain contact with employers and
graduates through the delivery of staff development, courses for
licensure renewal, continuing education programs, and through
clinical/field-based placements.

The First Assignment, given in most undergraduate courses, held students accountable to read the syllabus and abide by its
policies. Each student signed a statement saying that he/she has read the syllabus, understands its content, has had his/her
questions answered concerning it, and will not commit academic dishonesty.

| have given students in most of my classes the opportunity to anonymously complete an informal, qualitative midterm course
evaluation. Feedback that students provide is considered in future instructional revisions.

| prepared and used lecture notes in many Cl 101 & 201 class sessions. These notes were either distributed to the students or
made available for student purchase as a class pack. Students added their own work and comments to the notes during each
applicable class session. This allowed the students more time to think about the subject matter being presented and actively
participate in the solving of mathematics exercises and problems. Students were encouraged to collaborate in the solving of these
exercises and problems during class sessions.

CI 101, & CI 201 students were assigned to visit my office from the Spring 2002 to the Spring 2004 semesters. Many who did the
assignment received help on course material.

From 2004 to the present, each student in my classes was required to send me at least one email message during the semester
using an MU email address. Students in Cl 350 submitted their assignments using their MU email addresses.

The TI-73, 83, & 84 graphing calculators were occasionally used in Cl 101 & 201 for demonstration purposes. Students were
encouraged (though not required) to use graphing calculators on their assignments and on exams.

A Basic Skills Test was given in Cl 101. In order for students to pass the course, they had to earn a passing grade of 80% on the
test.

Hands-on materials, called manipulatives, were used extensively in Cl 101 & 201. Cl 101 & 201 students also saw occasional
demonstrations of virtual manipulatives and were encouraged to use them outside of class.

Students in Cl 101 & 201 learned several mathematics songs that motivated them to do mathematics and taught content relevant to
these courses.

CI 101 & 201 students were required to read journal and magazine articles related to mathematics education and write summaries
on these articles.

To complete assigned projects, Cl 350 students used various software packages, such as WordPerfect or Microsoft Word, Microsoft
Excel, Microsoft Access, Microsoft PowerPoint, and a web editor. More recently, Cl 350 students also used Microsoft Publisher,
Adobe Acrobat, Adobe Photoshop, and Inspiration.

Cl 350 students individually chose a content area from among seven available content areas and took a test on applying
instructional technology to teach that content area.

EDF 435 students made presentations on material covered in the course until 2007. The presentations were graded using the
COEHS presentation rubric. Most students used PowerPoint for their presentations, and students were required to make their
PowerPoint notes available to the rest of their EDF 435 classmates.

EDF 435 students completed portfolios containing various assessments that they created and essays on assessment topics. Since
Fall 2007, students were allowed to revise and resubmit some of their portfolio entries.

Informal writing samples were assigned in EDF 435, starting in Fall 2007.
