· Summer Internship Program in Biomedical Research (http://www.training.nih.gov/student/internship/internship.asp).  The Summer Internship Program (SIP) at the National Institutes of Health (NIH) provides an opportunity to spend the summer working side-by-side with some of the leading scientists in the world in an environment devoted exclusively to biomedical research.  Students sixteen years of age or older who are U.S. citizens or permanent residents and are currently enrolled at an accredited U.S. college or university are eligible to apply. 
· Alaska State Parks Volunteer Program (http://www.dnr.state.ak.us/parks/vip/index.htm).  Volunteering assignments in the Alaska State Parks range from campground host, archaeological assistant, backcountry ranger assistant, museum assistant, natural history interpreter, ranger assistant, trail crew, and more!  Most positions offer housing and an expense allowance; applications for the 2007 summer season are accepted through April 1, 2007.  Applicants must be 18 years of age or older, and be a U.S. Citizen to volunteer or intern in Alaska State Parks.
· Harvard Forest (http://harvardforest.fas.harvard.edu).  The Harvard Forest is an educational and research department of Harvard University.  This program includes hands-on research focusing on the effects of natural and human disturbances on forest ecosystems, including atmospheric pollution, global warming, hurricanes, treefalls, and insect outbreaks.  Located in central Massachusetts, students will also attend seminars, a one-day symposium on careers in ecology, and participate in a student research symposium.
· The National Science Foundation’s (NSF) Research Experience for Undergraduates (REU) (http://www.nsf.gov/crssprgm/reu/list_result.cfm?unitid=5047).  This link lists locations that will host REU summer programs.  Choose the title of a research program that appeals to you, click that link, and read about that particular program and how to apply.  A wide variety of biological sciences is represented among these offerings.

· The Student Conservation Association (http://www.thesca.org).  The SCA is a nationwide, non-profit organization of volunteers who perform a variety of duties designed to help protect and preserve the environment.  Projects involve ecological restoration, environmental education, GIS/GPS, and Wildlife Management.
