(This may still be done after you have registered for the course, as long as it is early in the semester.)  In order to enroll for the honors option you must have a minimum 3.3 overall GPA. Brag Box - an abbreviated list of recent BSC student and faculty accomplishments:
Dr. Marcia Harrison was awarded a $750,000 renewal of the MU-ADVANCE grant.  Originally bringing in $1.2 million over three years, the grant has been renewed for an additional two years.  MU-ADVANCE is a National Science Foundation (NSF) ADVANCE program that focuses on the recruitment and retention of female faculty in the Science, Technology, Engineering, and Mathematics (STEM) fields.
Hirano M., Neff D., and Collier S. (2009) Cell shape and epithelial patterning in the Drosophila embryonic epidermis. Fly 3:3.  Masa Hirano (BSC BS, 2004) is currently in medical school in Japan.  In addition to the article being accepted for publication, one of Masa's confocal microscope images was featured as the cover illustration for this issue of Fly.

What’s New in Biological Science: Ecologist Brings Century-old Eggs To Life To Study Evolution:  ScienceDaily (July 19, 2009) Cornell ecologist Nelson Hairston, Jr. studies the eggs of organisms such as zooplankton (microscopic, free-floating, aquatic animals) that get buried in lake sediments, where they can remain viable for decades or centuries. After hatching these eggs, Hairston compares time-suspended hatchlings with their modern counterparts to understand how a species may have evolved.
