





Pierson Recieves NCEES Award

Dr. William “Bill” Pierson, division chair of the
Weisberg Division of Engineering and Computer Science,
recently received the 2009 Northeast Zone Distinguished
Service Award.

The award, given by the National Council of Examiners for
Engineering and Surveying (NCEES), is presented to an
individual in the northeastern part of the United States who
hasprovided exemplary service to the profession of engineering.
Pierson, an engineering professor for more than 40 years, has
been an active member of the FE exam committee in various
capacities for two decades.

Mr. Edward Robinson, PE, NCEES Board Vice President,
nominated Pierson.

“While it is difficult to quantify, Dr. Pierson’s routine duties
as a college professor allow him daily opportunities to interact
with engineering students, faculty, high school students and

parents and discuss important decisions they are making
with respect to their career and professional registration,”
Robinson said. “He also was part of the team that initiated the
Exploring Engineering: Academy of Excellence (EEAE), which
takes place each summer at Marshall University. The EEAE
was recognized in 2005 with the highest national award — the
Spurgeon Award --from Learning for Life.”
