Students who have been denied admission to ADMI 4 or ADMI 5 may request special permission to enroll by meeting with the Teacher Education Standards Committee for an appeal. If approved by the committee, you will be allowed to register for courses under the ADMI 4 and/or ADMI 5 requirements.  You will not actually be admitted to ADMI 4 or ADMI 5 until you have met all requirements; therefore, you will need to follow-up with our office once you have met the requirements for admission to ADMI  4 and/or ADMI 5.

 If you plan to appeal your denial for ADMI 4 or ADMI 5, please print a copy of these guidelines.  Please pay close attention to the deadlines because we will not be able to accept your appeal letter after the posted deadline.  
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Teacher Education Standards Committee Guidelines for Appeal

The Teacher Education Standards Committee (TESC) hears appeals from students regarding ADMI 4 and ADMI 5 eligibility.


Please follow the guidelines below to appeal:

1. Address a letter of appeal to the TESC.

2. In the letter, please include the following information:
A. Why you are appealing
B. What steps you will make to correct the requirements
C. Why the committee should grant your appeal
D. Full name, email address, phone #, and MU ID

3. Submit the letter to Tammy Aliff, Education Credential Specialist, College of Education, Jenkins Hall 230.

You may do this via hand delivery to Jenkins Hall 230 or email at aliff@marshall.edu.

4. The letter must be submitted by December 22, 2011, 4:00 PM.  Appeals will not be accepted after this date.


5. The TESC will meet the first day of the Spring semester, January 9, 2012.  The committee will begin meeting with students at 10:00 AM.


6. You will need to be at the Office of Student Services, Jenkins Hall 225 by 9:45 AM.  The committee will meet with students in the order they arrive and sign-in.
