[bookmark: _GoBack]Located in Huntington, West Virginia, Marshall University is located 1 hour from Charleston, WV, 2 hours From Lexington, KY and 3 hours from Louisville, KY, Cincinnati, OH and Columbus OH.  

The Department of Music is housed in three facilities on campus.  Built in 1967, Smith Music Hall contains four specialized classrooms (two with Smart Podiums), two large ensemble rehearsal rooms, a 450 seat Recital Hall, music library with MIDI computing stations, 21 full-time faculty studios, 33 practice rooms, recording studio, piano repair shop, class piano lab, and an administrative suite for the departmental office. 

The Jomie Jazz Center, adjacent to the Joan C. Edwards Performing Arts Center, was built in 2000.  It houses the Department of Music’s endowed jazz studies program, a state-of-the-art digital recording studio, a large ensemble rehearsal room (adjacent to the recording studio, so it can be used for recording any type of performance), one classroom, a music computer laboratory with digital workstations, four practice rooms with digital workstations, and the Jomie Jazz Forum, used for more intimate concerts, recitals, workshops and lectures.

Opened in the spring of 2009, The Marching Thunder Band Complex in the Henderson Center includes a large rehearsal room (with audio and video playback equipment), a meeting area and office space for the band staff and storage areas for uniforms and other band equipment.  The band practices on the Marching Thunder Practice Field, a Field Turf surface adjacent to the complex.
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
