The chaﬂenge 1s to raise
$1.5 million to match the
NEH contribution of $500,000.
The first $150,000 must be
raised Ly July 31, 2003.

Successfully reaching this challenge will endow
four components of the program: a distinguished chair
in “Appalachian Ethnicity and Gender”; summer post-
doctoral fellowships in the same area of emphasis; a
summer conference on “Diversity in Appalachia” for
K-12 humanities teachers, and permanent support for

the ASA office.
