This course will consist of the following requirements:  


Composition Fragment Notebook (20%): Students will compose five musical fragments each day and 
keep them in an organized notebook. Organization and recognition of quality musical fragments is key, 
as two original compositions will be created from material kept in the students’ daily fragment notebook.  


Original Compositions (20%): Students will create two original compositions (details regarding the 
completion of these projects will be distributed later in the semester) based on material created in the 
daily composition fragment notebook. (Due 10/9, 11/16) 


Textbook Assignments (10%): These assignments are short exercises from the required textbooks. 
All assignments are given to strengthen the student’s knowledge and understanding of the course 
content and reading material. All assignments are due on the date indicated in the left hand 
column. 


Final Project Assignments (25%): Utilizing a holistic approach to arranging, these assignments will 
work to build your final project throughout the course of the semester. All final project assignments 
integrate directly with textbook assignments. All assignments are due on the date indicated in the 
left hand column. 


Final Project: (25%): The final project will be your opportunity to apply the knowledge you have gained 
over the course of the semester. You will arrange a jazz standard for 4&4 jazz ensemble. Details of the 
final project requirements will be distributed and discussed on 8/28. (DUE 12/11)  


Grades will be assigned using the following scale (please note the category weights in the “Course

Tips for Success in Jazz Arranging/Composing  


Attendance & Late Work 


 
 
 


• Learning composing and arranging skills requires patience and practice, similar to the time and 
effort required to become a skilled, professional performer. The majority of my arranging skills were 
“discovered” by putting in time listening to great jazz arrangements, studying and analyzing the 
arranger’s techniques, and attempting to duplicate them.  


• While you will use modern technology (Finale/Sibelius) to arrange music in this class, the 
importance of sitting at the piano while composing/arranging cannot be overstated.  


• Have fun and experiment with the music and you’ll learn just by doing. 
• Allow yourself ample time to work with software applications (Finale/Sibelius). These applications 


can require considerable time to load, save, export, etc.. Please do not try to complete an 
assignment the night before (or the morning it is due). You will most likely not be satisfied with the 
end result should this occur. 


• Most work will need to be completed outside of class, on your own time.  
• The more time you spend outside of class listening to jazz arrangements while analyzing and 


practicing the techniques and concepts introduced, the more successful an arranger you will 
become. 


• Save often and backup your data often to your USB drive or your V-Drive.  I cannot over-
emphasize this point. Additionally, do not leave sensitive or personal data on any lab or public 
computers.  


• All assignments are to be completed individually. No group work is allowed on assignments or 
projects. 


Attendance is paramount to your success. If you miss class, you miss material that cannot be made up. 
Each student is permitted 3 unexcused absences. For each additional unexcused absence, 
your final grade will be lowered by one letter grade. Excused absences are permitted for illness, 
personal emergencies, and MU sanctioned activities. In order for an absence to be excused, you must 
meet the guidelines for excused absences as stated in the Marshall University Undergraduate Catalog 
2015-2016, pp. 85-86, and have written approval from the Dean of Student Affairs (Office of Student 
Affairs). Please do not ask me to rule as to whether your absence is to be excused. I do not have the 
right to such rulings. Please do not bring me notes from doctors, parents, roommates, spouses, etc. 
Take such materials to the appropriate office before the next class meeting. Tardiness of more than 5 
minutes or walking out in the middle of class (without consulting me of your need to leave early) will be 
counted as an absence.
