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Appalachian Transportation Institute

The Appalachian Transportation Institute (ATI) was established at Marshall University through a 12
million dollar grant thanks to the efforts of WV Congressman Nick J. Rahall, Il. The ATl was created by
the US Congress in the Transportation Equity Act for the 21st Century on June 8, 1998.

The purpose of ATl is to help affect a more diverse and equitable economy for rural Appalachia and
other mountain areas by providing insights into how we can create and maintain the most cost effective
enhancement to our national transportation system in rural Appalachia and rural America.

KineticPark

KineticPark is one of several of Marshall University’s community collaborations. KineticPark is geared
to support the development of high technology industries in the Advantage Valley area. The goals of
Kinetic Park is to help launch technology based—New Economy (the rise of information and knowledge
jobs along with constant innovation and competition) companies whose success will provide economic
benefits and employment opportunities to citizens of West Virginia and to facilitate the training necessary
to create a knowledge base for companies locating in the park.

Marshall University and the Huntington Area Development Council (HADCO) are working together
in meeting with venture capital firms and in visiting other innovative parks. Marshall has also made other
key contributions to the development of KineticPark by writing grants and feasibility studies, holding
“New Economy” conferences, actively seeking potential partners, and by working with government
officials to promote the park.

The Huntington Urban Renewal Authority owns the site where KineticPark is located. This new $16
million dollar project has drawn financial partners including federal and state entities, with financing
provided by local banks. Businesses targeted for this site are information technology, identification
technology, and medical technology companies—companies that will attract higher paying jobs.

Established in 1990 at Marshall University in downtown Huntington, the Robert C. Byrd Institute now
operates four Manufacturing Technology Centers in Huntington, South Charleston, Bridgeport, and
Rocket Center. RCBI is the leading manufacturing technology production and teaching system in West
Virginia and across the region. The mission of RCBI is to develop and enhance a quality, capable, just-
in-time, manufacturing supplier base for the Department of Defense (DoD) as well as commercial markets.
RCBI accomplishes this task by providing access to work force development and training initiatives as
well as state-of-the-art and market technologies that bring manufacturers to a level of sophistication
necessary for them to become or remain quality suppliers to all markets.

In its eleven-year history, RCBI has provided modernization and technology assistance to more than
750 small and medium-sized manufacturers that employ nearly 37,000 individuals at an annualized
payroll of more than $1.1 (B) billion.

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Autism Training Center

Marshall University’s Autism Training Center (ATC) offers training to over 750 families. Anyone,
regardless of age, who has a primary diagnosis of Autism, Aspergers Disorder, or Pervasive Developmental
Disorder, Not Otherwise Specified (PDD-NOS), and who lives in West Virginia may be eligible to receive
ATC services.

The ATC offers a variety of services, which are available upon request for families registered with
the ATC and for educators working with those families.

LEGO CITY

Intelligent Transportation Outreach at Marshall University through LEGO robotics projects of Linda
Hamilton has taken on various facets. Hamilton’s LEGO robotic outreach projects include training Marshall
University students to assist in K-12 robotic projects via Transportation Outreach on Wheels; performing
numerous outreach activities at local elementary, middle, and high schools; conducting workshops with
various groups; and maintaining the physical and web presence of the LEGO SENSORS CITY site via
Red Rover Teleoperation.

LEGO CITY, allows opportunities for teachers, news people, Marshall University professors and
students, and others to see the robotics and operate the LEGO CITY first hand. Even more interestingly,
people anywhere in the world can teleoperate various components through the Red Rover software.
Through RoboLab software, students can write and run their own programs and in return obtain the
sensor data from their missions. The materials are set up as a resource for students throughout Appalachia
and beyond.

MUGC Community Clinic

The Marshall University Graduate College operates a training clinic, in Dunbar, WV, which provides
low-cost psychological assessment, counseling, and educational services to the community. The MUGC
Community Clinical Services Center provides a community setting in which clinical skills are practiced
by graduate students who are seeking advanced degrees in psychology, counseling, or reading.

The Clinic provides psychological assessment services, counseling, and therapy for families, children
and adolescents, adults, and people of all ages with special needs. The Clinic may also provide academic
assessment, instructional planning services, and tutoring performed by students in the reading program.

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Center for Reading Excellence

The June Harless Center for Reading Excellence, the newest division of the June Harless Center
for Rural Educational Research and Development, is being funded by RESA Il through a $215,000
grant from the WV Department of Education. The focus of the Center is to maximize the reading
potential of all West Virginia families through research, providing best practices for Marshall University
education majors and professional development for teachers in southern West Virginia schools,
among other services.

In the future, the Center plans to establish after-school clinics, develop statewide professional
development opportunities for teachers through distance learning, produce professional development
reading modules and locate reading consultants in each of RESA’s eight districts.

Distance Learning Center
Verizon West Virginia has committed $150,000 to the Marshall University College of Education
and Human Services and June Harless Center for Rural Education and Research and Development
at Marshall University to expand distance education in rural schools throughout West Virginia.
The two-year grant will be used to establish the Center for Innovative Learning Strategies at Marshalll
University, which will deliver foreign language, science, and/or math courses to K-12 sites via interactive
distance learning. The Center will also provide K-12 professional development opportunities and
consulting, as well as plan and conduct a distance learning seminar for interested K-12 professionals.
These projects are designed to expand the number of West Virginia students prepared to pursue
careers in information technology, enrich the educational content for rural counties, offer an alternative
to the existing intra-county distance education model, promote collaboration between Marshall and
K-12, and increase access to cultural experiences for West Virginia students.

Upward Bound
The Marshall University Upward Bound Program conducts a six-week residential program every
summer for 60 local high school students. The students attend academic and elective classes, live in
Twin Towers, travel and participate in sports and cultural enrichment activities, and learn about themselves.
The students come from Cabell Midland, Huntington High, Wayne, Tolsia, and Tug Valley High
Schools. The goal of this federally funded TRIO program is to prepare and motivate low income
and potential first generation high school students for a post-secondary education.
Over eighty percent of the program’s graduates go on to some form of post-secondary education.
