Requirements (Reqs.)
· A requirement (Req.) is the unit by which time and participation are measured. Three (3) hours or less of participation per event is equivalent to one (1) Req. In other words, 3 hours = 1 Req. Possible scenarios:

· 1 hour = 1 Req.

· 4 hours = 2 Reqs.

· 7 hours = 3 Reqs. 

· The amount of Reqs. needed per month will be determined by the Executive Committee based on available hours that month. A calendar with events and opportunities for service will be distributed at the last general meeting of each month for the following month. 

· Each member is responsible for recording and submitting his/her monthly Reqs. on a MARCO Req. sheet distributed at the first general meeting of each month for the prior month. All MARCO sheets must be submitted at the end of that general meeting (unless otherwise excused). 

· Required Reqs. are events deemed mandatory. These include events explicitly stated in the MUSA Constitution as mandatory (example: Green and White Days). If you are excused from a mandatory event, you must contact the Executive Committee to make further arrangements.

· Requirements accumulated by Committee activities cannot exceed three (3). This includes one (1) meeting and two (2) tasks or take-home responsibilities. For example, one (1) Req. may be earned by reserving hotel rooms for the MUSA Fall Retreat. 

· Requirements accumulated by Other activities (including Social and Community Service events) cannot exceed three (3) Reqs. 
· Not sure how many Reqs. that event or task is worth? Ask an Executive.
