Campus 
(In the same order as the included campus map; most of these descriptions come from the MU website virtual tour with additional information provided as needed)

1. Parking garage - The parking garage is located on Third Avenue across from the Cam Henderson Center toward the east end of campus. It consists of six floors, 1,009 car capacity and a skywalk connecting to the Cam Henderson Center.
2. Robert C. Byrd Biotechnology Center- With a grant of more than $35 million from the National Institutes of Health, the $40 million, 200,000 square foot Robert C. Byrd Biotechnology Science Center is located along Third Avenue across from the Science Building, bringing together faculty, staff and students from both the Joan C. Edwards School of Medicine and the College of Science. Space on the second floor will be for research for College of Science students. Labs will be built for biotechnology research and teaching. Student study spaces of about 700 square feet will also be built to expand an area of space that the existing Science Building lacks, according to College of Science Dean, Dr. Joseph Bragin. Seminar rooms for small group meetings and faculty and student offices will also be on the second floor.The third and fourth floors have similar layouts and will be used mostly by students and faculty of the School of Medicine. Facilities on these two floors include cancer research facilities, rooms for equipment and offices for graduate students and faculty.
3. Arthur Weisberg Family Engineering Laboratories - Marshall officials announced plans to construct a building on 3rd Avenue across from Smith Hall specifically for the College of Information Technology and Engineering. The new building will have 16,000 square feet of space, most of which will be for labs. 
4. Joan C. Edwards Stadium- built in 1991, is located at the corner of 20th Street and Third Avenue on the eastern end of campus. The 38,016 seat stadium has an artificial playing surface of 53,147 square feet, and houses luxury boxes, coaches' boxes, a working press area, and a Big Green meeting room. On the east side of the stadium is a 129,000 square foot grass practice field.
5. Cam Henderson Center- Cam Henderson Center, opened in 1981, presents a spectacular profile against the campus skyline on Third Avenue on the north side of campus.The facility was named to honor legendary coach Cam Henderson, whose career at Marshall extended from 1935 to 1955. Special features include a 9,000+ seat basketball arena, four secondary basketball courts, racquetball courts, training rooms, weight rooms, locker rooms, and meeting rooms. The Frederick A. Fitch Natatorium, an 800-seat swimming area, was named in honor of a professor and chair of physical education. Tickets for university sporting events can be purchased at the ticket office on the first floor.
6. Gullickson Hall- Gullickson Hall, completed in 1961, adjoins the Cam Henderson Center at 18th Street and Fourth Avenue on the north side of campus. It was named in honor of Otto (Swede) Gullickson, who developed a large collegiate intramural program at Marshall beginning in 1930 and continuing for almost four decades. This three-story facility contains classrooms, offices, a gymnasium seating 250, a health center, dance studio, rifle range, steam room, and first-aid laboratory. It houses the Environmental Center, the department of health, physical education, and recreation, the College of Information Technology and Engineering (CITE), and the department of military science.
7. Laidley Hall- Laidley Hall, built in 1937 on Third Avenue on the north side of campus, was named for John Laidley, who founded Marshall Academy in 1837 and named the school for his friend and colleague, Chief United States Supreme Court Justice John Marshall. It now home to Tutoring Services and the University College. 
8. Harris Hall- Harris Hall, on Third Avenue on the north side of campus, was completed in 1976 and named in honor of Arvil Ernest Harris, a political science and social studies professor who served as Dean of the Graduate School from 1948 to 1964. The History, Philosophy, Religious Studies, and Classics departments are all located within Harris.
9. Science Building- The Science Building, located on Third Avenue on the north side of campus, was dedicated in 1950 and expanded in 1985 and 1995. The facility houses administration, offices, classrooms and laboratories of the College of Science In addition the Science Building includes animal quarters. a greenhouse, and a chemical storage building on the east side.
10. Morrow Library- The James E. Morrow Library, located on Third Avenue on the north side of campus, was constructed in 1930 and named to honor James E. Morrow, who headed Marshall College from 1872-73 (he was the grandfather of Anne Morrow Lindbergh). An addition completed in 1967 doubled its size to over 100,000 square feet. Morrow Library houses special collections of West Virginia, University archives which relate to the history of the institution, manuscript collections of local and regional interest, and the Rosanna Blake Library of Confederate History (named to honor its donor) that includes resources on antebellum Southern history.Morrow Library is also a federal depository for Government Documents with a collection of over one million items.
The University Testing Center is located in the basement of the library.
11. Communications Building- Communications Building, the third building of the Smith Hall Complex, was completed in 1970. Located on Third Avenue at the east end of the complex, it houses the studio of WMUL-FM radio, the closed-circuit educational television facilities, Department of Mathematics facilities and the Department of Distributed Education.
12. Smith Hall- Smith Hall, a seven story structure on Third Avenue at the northwest corner of campus, opened in 1967 and was named in honor of Stewart H. Smith, President of Marshall University from 1946 to 1968. It houses the classrooms and offices of the College of Liberal Arts, School of Journalism & Mass Communications, College of Science, the Department of Mathematics and the College of Fine Arts. The Birke Art Gallery is located on the first floor of the building. A broadcast satellite antenna sits atop the structure, which has an 84-car parking garage in the lower level.
13. Smith Music Hall- Smith Music Hall, at the northwest corner of campus and part of the Smith Hall complex, was opened in 1967. The facility is home to the department of music. It contains classrooms, faculty studios, practice rooms, a listening laboratory, a music library, a 490-seat recital hall, and rehearsal facilities for vocal and instrumental performances of both individuals and group ensembles.
14. First Year Experience Residence Halls- First Year Student Residence Halls is located on Fifth Avenue. New residence halls are scheduled to open in August 2008. First time freshman students will be assigned to live in the First Year Student Residence Halls. Research indicates that students who live on campus for two years or more have higher GPAs and are 25% more likely to graduate than those who live off-campus. Marshall University will be offering a First Year Experience program in August 2008 to assist students be academically and socially successful.
15. Prichard Hall- Prichard Hall, situated in the eastern mid-part of the inner campus, was completed in 1955 and named in honor of Lucy Prichard, a distinguished professor of classics and faculty leader during the 1920s and 30s. Formerly a residence hall, this four-story structure was renovated in 1973 and now houses the offices of Student Support Services, Counseling Services, the Women's Center, and the offices and classrooms of the Integrated Science & Technology Program and the College of Health Professions. 
16. Buskirk Hall- Buskirk Hall, a six-story women's residence with a capacity of approximately 250 women, is on the east side of inner campus.Opened in 1965 as West Hall, it was renamed in 1976 to honor Lillian Helms Buskirk, who was Dean of Women from 1941 until 1970. The sixth floor is designated as a Quiet Floor.Buskirk Hall is accessible to people with disabilities, and living on the ground level floor offer additional special facilities for physically challenged residents.
17. Old Main- Old Main, Marshall University's administrative building, faces Hal Greer Boulevard and Fourth Avenue on the west side of campus. The oldest building at Marshall University, Old Main is actually five buildings joined together in a series of additions constructed between the years 1868 and 1908. Its towers have become the symbol of the university to alumni. It is home to Financial Aid, the Admissions Office, the Bursar, the Registrar, etc. 
18. Recreation Center- The Student Recreation Center will be 121,000 square feet and house swimming pools, a running track, group exercise rooms, basketball courts, a climbing wall and racquetball courts. The facility also will be equipped with a wide range of exercise equipment, including treadmills, step machines and weight machines.
19. Hodges Hall- Hodges Hall was built during Marshall's Centennial year of 1937 and expanded in 1969. It was named for Thomas E. Hodges, who served as president of Marshall College from 1886 to 1896.
20. Jenkins Hall- Jenkins Hall, constructed in 1937 and located on the eastern side of the inner campus, was named in honor of a distinguished Confederate calvary officer, General Albert Gallatin Jenkins, who was a native of Cabell County.
Until 1970 the building provided kindergarten through high school education and served as a laboratory for prospective teachers. Now Jenkins houses administration, offices, and classrooms of the College of Education and Human Services. The facility includes the Learning Resource Center, a mathematics education laboratory, a science education laboratory, an electronic classroom, and the June Harless Center for Rural Educational Research and Development.
21. Memorial Fountain-On the campus side of the Memorial Student Center a plaza is centered by a fountain designed by sculptor Harry Bertoia with 75 points at the top, each representing a life taken in the 1970 Marshall Football plane crash. The plaza was renovated in 1999-2000 to add an amphitheatre and replace the cement floor with brick.
22. Drinko Library-John Deaver Drinko Library, located on the western side of campus beside Old Main, opened in 1998 and is named for John Deaver Drinko, a Marshall graduate, philanthropist and strong supporter of higher education. The facility melds a full range of traditional library services with state-of-the-art computer and advanced technological education facilities that include multimedia training and presentation rooms, workstations, distance education and computer carrels. There is a 24-hour reading room/computer lab with computer consultation stations and assistive technology. The collection includes books, bound periodicals, and a wide variety of media and Internet accessible electronic materials. The Drinko Library has study rooms, conference collaboration rooms, and an auditorium, and also houses offices of Information Technology, University Libraries, Instructional Technology, University Computing Services, and Telecommunications.
23. Twin Towers-The Twin Towers, which opened in 1969, are two contemporary fifteen-story co-ed residences with a capacity of approximately 500 students. Each tower features a large lobby, TV room and VCR, computer room, formal lounge and recreation area, microwave ovens on each floor, and individually-controlled room air conditioners. The third, fourteenth and fifteenth floors are designated Quiet areas. The Twin Towers are accessible to people with disabilities. Rooms and bathrooms on the second floor offer additional special facilities for physically challenged residents. A cafeteria, which connects Twin Towers West and Twin Towers East, is located on the first floor.
24. Holderby Hall-Holderby Hall, built in 1963 on Fifth Avenue as South Hall to house male students, was enlarged in 1969 to become a nine-story coed residence with men in the east wing and women in the west wing. In 1980 it was renamed in honor of James Holderby, who in 1837 sold one and one-fourth acres of his farm to establish Marshall Academy. The building features Quiet Floors on the seventh and eighth floors, and the eighth floor is a special Academic Community Environment which helps students maintain or improve their academic performance.  Living areas on the ground level floor offer additional special facilities for physically challenged male residents. Residence Services is located on the first floor. Campus Express is also located on the first floor. 
25. Campus Christian Center-Campus Christian Center, completed in 1961 on Fifth Avenue beside the Memorial Student Center, is privately owned and operated by a corporation, whose Board of Directors is elected by nine Christian denominations. No state funds were involved in its construction. The building contains a chapel, conference rooms, fellowship hall and kitchen, lounge, office space for campus ministers, workshop rooms, and the Stewart H. Smith religious library, named to honor the President (1946 to 1968) of Marshall College and then Marshall University.
26. Memorial Student Center- The Memorial Student Center, located on Fifth Avenue on the south side of campus, was completed in 1971. Its name commemorates the loss of the entire Marshall football team in the 1970 plane crash. The building houses offices of student government, student activities, and the minority student program. It includes a large central lounge, study areas, a cafeteria, three dining rooms, a snack bar, and meeting and conference rooms, plus a brand new computer lab in the basement. The University Bookstore, located on Fifth Avenue on the south side of campus, was renovated and enlarged in 1998. The bookstore sells textbooks, snacks, cards, Marshall University merchandise and a variety of other items to the campus. Visitors can also purchase items online through the Bookstore's web site.
27. Corbly Hall- Corbly Hall, a four-story building located at the southwest corner of campus, was named for Lawrence J. Corbly, who served as "principal" of Marshall College from 1896 to 1907, and as its first president from 1907 to 1915. When dedicated in November 1980, Corbly Hall was the largest academic building in the West Virginia state system of higher education.Corbly Hall is the home of the Lewis College of Business, and also houses the family and consumer sciences program, the business and office technology programs, and the department of English.
28. Public Safety/Parking & Transportation- The Public Safety/Parking and Transportation Building, opened in 1995, is located on Fifth Avenue at 18th Street on the northeast side of campus, opposite the Twin Towers residence halls. 
29. Erickson Alumni Center-The Erickson Alumni Center, which opened in 1990 on Fifth Avenue at the western edge of the campus, was named to honor Charlie O. Erickson, who enabled the University to establish the facility. It provides reception rooms, meeting rooms, and alumni staff offices.
30. Harless Dining Hall-Harless Dining Hall, located on the corner of Fifth Avenue and 17th Street, opened in January of 2004 as the final section of the Marshall Commons complex.The state-of-the-art dining hall features a beautiful view of the commons through a large, curved pane glass wall and has room to seat 340 students. Additionally, the building houses a fitness center and meeting room.
31. Career Services Center-The Career Services Center, located on the right-hand side of Fifth Avenue at the corner of 17th Street southeast of the main campus, assists students and alumni in all phases of career development and job placement counseling.Whether the student is an entering freshman trying to choose a major or a graduating senior seeking an entry-level job or an alumnus contemplating a career change, the Center’s staff of trained career professionals can help prepare them to succeed in today’s dynamic workplace.
32. Jomie Jazz Center- Completed in April 2000 this $2.6 million dollar academic facility is the new home to jazz studies at Marshall, and is named for university friends and patrons Joan and James Edwards.
33. Joan C. Edwards Performing Arts Center- The Joan C. Edwards Performing Arts Center is located on Fifth Avenue on the south side of campus across from the Memorial Student Center. Completed in 1992, the facility was named to honor Joan C. Edwards, a Huntington philanthropist and patroness of the arts. The facility includes performance and support space for a 530-seat theater auditorium, an experimental theater, and rehearsal rooms. The structure is the first phase of the planned Fine Arts Facility for the College of Fine Arts.
34. Foundation Hall/Erickson Alumni Center- The new Alumni Center and Marshall University Foundation & Development Complex will be a place where alumni can come together to reconnect, plan for the future, and celebrate our accomplishments. It will feature meeting rooms and common spaces...even displays honoring our heritage and traditions. But it was designed to bridge a purpose even greater than simply honoring our past...it will also open doors to the future through housing the offices of our development staff and foundation.
35. Marshall Newman Center- The Catholic Newman Center, completed in 1981 on Fifth Avenue across from Corbly Hall, was named for Father John Newman, a 19th Century Catholic Priest.
36. Joseph M. Gillette Welcome Center- The Joseph M. Gillette Welcome Center, opened in 2007, is located at the corner of Fifth Avenue and Hal Greer Blvd. The Recruitment & Welcome Center provides introductory information about the university and offers campus tours.
37. Myers Hall- Myers Hall, completed in 1992 on 18th Street at the east end of campus, was named to honor Wilbur E. Myers, who contributed most of the private funds used to build and furnish the facility. The structure houses the nationally recognized Higher Education for Learning Problems Center (H.E.L.P.) which provides services for those college students diagnosed as having learning disabilities such as dyslexia or attention deficit disorder.
38. Marshal Commons- Marshall Commons, located on Sixth Avenue between 17th and 18th Street on the south side of campus, opened in the fall of 2003. The new complex consists of four new residence halls: Gibson, Wellman, Haymaker, and Willis; and a new cafeteria, Harless Cafe. Each residence hall within Marshall Commons has 3 suite configurations. They are as follows: 4 single occupancy bedrooms, 2 double occupancy bedrooms, and 4 double occupancy bedrooms.
