Employees and students are preferably asked to submit appeals
 on-line(www.marshall.edu/parking).

A parking citation must be appealed within 14 days of issuance. Please consult the parking regulations on the Marshall University website before writing your appeal for receiving violations other than what is listed below:
APPEALS WILL NOT BE CONSIDERED FOR THE FOLLOWING REASONS:
1.
Inability to find a convenient parking space

2.
Parking or stopping for a short time to do an errand

3.
Other vehicles were improperly parked
4.
Failure to see/ READ signs
5.
Late for class or appointment
6.
Lack of a parking permit

7.
Parking Services failure to cite previous violations

8.
Lack of knowledge of the regulations ( www.marshall.edu/parking)
The Appeals Board will review the appeals and render a decision.  The board may find a parking violation occurred and impose the appropriate penalty; or, find that no parking violation occurred and dismiss the citation; or suspend half or all of the fine imposed.

The decision of the Parking Violations Appeal Board is final.
