Instructions

Complete each block of the NFPA Hazard Diamond and the contact information, then post sign on the outside of the laboratory door to make emergency responders aware of the hazards inside the room.  Update annually and as needed, when contact person or hazard ratings change.  
Email this information to safety and health at douglas2@marshall.edu initially and when updated. 
Each block in the Hazard Diamond is rated on a scale of 0-4.  Note, the white block is for special hazards only:  
W for water reactive, OX for oxidizers.

The overall lab rating for each block will be the rating of the chemical present in the lab with the highest hazard rating.


This information can be obtained from the chemical container label or from the MSDS that must be maintained for all hazardous chemicals in each lab.
