New for this year:

· All pre-submit material must be submitted to Sabrina Simpson, SCORES Coordinator.  Please do not send any pre-submit material to the departments.  All pre-submit material will be documented and verified with each school counselor, assuming you do not wait until the last day to submit your material.  Sabrina will make a list of all material she receives and verify it with the counselor, if time permits, you will then have the opportunity to make any changes (add students, send additional material).  My office is located in the Welcome Center on the corner of 5th Ave. & Hal Greer Blvd. if you plan to drop it off.  
· Please make sure the student’s name, high school, and contest is located on each submission.  Students can then be verified as if they are registered for the event the submission was intended.  
· The database will open January 5, 2010 and close March 31, 2010.  No changes can be made to the database the day of the event.
· Changes are being made to the database to make it easier to for you to register your students.  This year you will have the ability to see the entire roster of students registered for your school, and the database will flag students if you accidentally register them for multiple events at the same time.  
· Outstanding Student Nominations – this year, only three permitted per school.  
· Many of the contest descriptions have changed, please read the descriptions carefully.  
· Dr. Kathy Seelinger – Contest Supervisor, expressed to the group the importance of making sure your students follow the requirements for each contest.  Every year many students are disqualified because they do not follow the directions.  Please check the work of your students to determine if they are submitting a project that can be judged. 
· Please make sure your students come prepared for each exam.  If paper, pencil, calculator, etc. is required, make sure they bring those items with them.  The contest supervisors are not required to provide this material for your students.
· This year, the awards for the dance groups will be a plaque.  One plaque awarded to each place.  No individual medal awarded to each student as in the past.
· Again, changes cannot be made to the database the day of the event.
· The awards ceremony will take place again at 1:30 in the Henderson Center.
· The possibility of an overnight stay on Marshall’s campus is available for school groups this year, please find attached the flyer for the requirements and limitations.  
· The Recreation Center will be available for those groups staying overnight on our campus, as well as the day of the SCORES event.  Please see the attached flyer for costs.  Every student who would like to participate in the activities at the Recreation Center, must complete a waiver and bring it with them the day of their event.  No student will be permitted in the Recreation Center without their signed form.  Forms are also attached.
· Students under the age of 16 are not allowed to use the climbing wall, weights, or cardio equipment.  This is standard procedure for most Recreation Centers.
· We will be presenting two new awards this year at the end of the awards ceremony and they are:  The school who registered the most students, and the school spirit award.  The school spirit award will be judged by school participation during the awards ceremony, and presented at the end of the ceremony.
· No awards will be delivered again this year, you must be present to collect your awards or make arrangements with Sabrina to pick them up from her after the event.
· The ROTC Department was asked if they could increase the number of students they allow to take the Military Map Reading contest, and the representatives from their division are going to pursue this request and respond to me.  Once a response is received, I will pass it along.
