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 The WARM-UP PAPERS will give you the opportunity to respond to actual instances of 
rhetoric from the web or live.  You will gain additional practice by periodic IN-CLASS WRITING 
assignments, each of which ask a specific, text-based question from that day’s readings. 
 PROJECT 1 is a deep reading of a candidate, using materials gathered from campaign offices 
and from the internet.  PROJECT 2 is your application of the techniques we learned in the class to 
write either a campaign speech or a love letter. 


Points for your PARTICIPATION grade will be assessed from: evidence of thorough 
preparation (completion of and understanding of the readings); ability to complete In-Class Writing 
assignments; willingness to engage with the ideas of class orally.  There are no right or wrong 
answers, just better and less well informed ones.  Be persistent and adventuresome: this is the key to 
success in this class and in life.  ATTENDANCE is not required, strictly speaking, though you will be 
incapable of earning discussion points if you are not present.
