RATIONALE:

The WV state guidelines prevent students in the Regents Bachelor of Arts (RBA) program from obtaining a major. However,
universities can offer Areas of Emphasis in the RBA, which the state defines as 15 hours (minimum) of 300-400 level
courses. Marshall University currently offers only one AOE, fewer than the other state universities. Being able to have a
specific AOE on the transcript is attractive to prospective RBA students, but more importantly, the AOE allows departments
to specifically guide student course selection instead of the random process students sometimes pursue.
