Goals

There has been a resurgence of oral Latin in America and around the world. Numerous new Latin
CDs, books (both “New-Latin” and translations of contemporary novels like “Harry Potter and the
Sorceret’s Stone (Harrius Potter et Philosophi Lapis)”), summer courses, and interest groups have
sprung up in the last ten years, and there are now oral proficiency standards as part of the National
Board Certification. This course aims to introduce the basic skills of oral comprehension and
composition of Latin, as well as sharpening your facility with the correct pronunciation of Latin. We
will accomplish these goals with three sets of exercises performed each day in class:

Dictatio: where the instructor will read a short passage of Latin and students will transcribe it
then answer short questions on the content.

Structured conversation: where the students will use example dialogues from the textbook to
gain familiarity with new vocabulary and constructions, and to practice simple transformation of the
examples for different situations.

Free conversation: where students will discuss in pairs a topic pertinent to the week’s
readings.

For a good grade in CLASS PARTICIPATION
you need an explorer’s spirit, a cheerful demeanor, and a willingness to attempt all the exercises we
do in class. HOMEWORK is essential as it is the foundation for each day’s class. If you do not prepare
you will look stupid and rightly so.

PERFORMANCE Toward the end of the term you will be required to perform a brief (1-2
minute) section from ancient literature. You will be graded on pronunciation, fluidity and how well
you convey the ideas of the passage through your reading.

The MIDTERM and FINAL EXAMINATION will consist of a dictatio and a one-on-one
conversation with the instructor.
