Fraternity/Sorority Exemption Policy

Each academic year there will be fifteen students who will be released from the freshman/sophomore residency requirement to reside in their fraternity/sorority house.  

Fraternities and Sororities receiving Fraternity/Sorority Exemptions will be determined by the Office of Student Activities.  The list of students receiving exemptions will be submitted to Housing and Residence Life by the first Friday in April.

The Office of Student Activities will notify chapters receiving exemptions.  Chapter presidents will inform the students receiving exemptions that they are responsible for canceling their housing contract with Housing and Residence Life.  Cancellations are not automatic.  Students must submit a written request to cancel their housing reservation.

For Spring 2012 only 
If a student receives a Fraternity/Sorority exemption and cancels their housing contract with the Department of Housing and Residence Life:
Before April 21, 2012 – resident will be refunded entire housing deposit
Before May 11, 2012 – resident will be refunded $100 of their housing deposit
After May 11, 2012 – resident will forfeit entire $200 deposit

Any substitutions to the original list must be received by Housing and Residence Life prior to June 1st.  After June 1st, no substitutions are allowed.  

Chapters requesting exemptions must have been in good standing with IFC/PHC during the previous twelve months.

Exemptions will only be awarded to students with a cumulative 2.75 G.P.A. or higher.

Preference will go to chapters that enforce a live-in policy for juniors and seniors and have a meal plan or working kitchen.

Chapter Presidents must submit a request for housing exemptions that includes the following:
· A list of individuals applying for exemptions with their student number, address, and email address
· The capacity of the house and a completed housing exemption rosters
· The chapter’s housing policy
· Incomplete packets will not be accepted
