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This document describes the Facility/Land Use Master Plan
draft presented to and accepted by the Marshall University
Board of Governors on 10 September 2003. The report reviews
the planning context and the participatory process leading to
the development of the plan. Existing conditions that
influenced the plan's development are detailed by graphic
analysis and narrative text, as are the design studies underlying
the structure of the plan.

This report is one part of a four-part set of documents
recording the 2003 Facility/Land Use Master Plan. The others
include: a set of twelve volumes recording conditions
assessments for key campus buildings, an instructional space
utilization summary, and a summary of benchmarking studies
for space inventoried in eleven primary academic buildings.

What had been anticipated by Marshall University leaders, and
is a clear outcome from the 2003 Facility/Land Use Master
Plan study, is that the current campus is at maximum
occupancy fi land and buildings. New building space must be
created on new sites before any assignable space is available
for expanding program needs, or before the University can
contemplate the removal of a building to create a new
construction site. There is no longer a Northcott Hall to tear
down. In order to be ready for the next opportunity, such as a
willing donor for a new facility, the University must begin
assembling the landholding identified for its future. This plan
sets a framework within which the University's strategic
initiatives can flourish.
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
