Chiseri Strater, Elizabeth.  Academic Literacies: The Public and Private Discourses of University Students.  Portsmouth, NH: Boynton-Cook, 1991. An insightful and illuminating ethnographic study of two students' struggles with academic discourse in writing, art history, and political science courses. The fourth chapter analyzes ways that faculty members may impede students from entering the academic conversation—and ways they can help students enter it.

Connoily, Paul, and Teresa Vilardi, eds.  Writing to Learn Mathematics and Science.  New York: Teachers College Press, 1989.  A collection of essays on the role of writing as a learning tool in mathematics and science, including rhetorical analysis of writing in those fields.

Barickman, Joan Estes.  Schoolwise: Teaching Academic Patterns of Mind.  Portsmouth, NH: Boynton-Cook, 1993.  A book arguing that students need to be taught how to think academically; Barickman analyzes the ways of academic thinking and, especially in Chapter 6, offers many useful writing activities that not only help students understand material but also help them understand how to think about it.

Fulwiler, Toby.  The Journal Book.  Portsmouth, NH: Boynton-Cook, 1987. A collection of essays that presents a kaleidoscope of ways teachers in many settings and disciplines have used journals to improve their students' writing and learning.

_______.   Teaching with Writing.  Portsmouth, NH: Boynton-Cook, 1987.  A presentation of the essential points and activities that make up Fulwiler's popular workshops for college faculty on writing across the curriculum.

Gaudiani, Claire.  Teaching Composition in the FL Curriculum.  Washington, DC: Center for Applied Linguistics, 1981. Comprehensive advice on integrating writing into the foreign language classroom.

Griffin, C. Williams, ed.  Teaching Writing in All Disciplines.  San Francisco: Jossey, 1982. A useful collection that offers chapters on microthemes, writing in math treaties and finance, and writing as a learning tool.

Lutzker, Marilyn.  Research Projects for College Students:  What to Write across the Curriculum. New York:  Greenwood, 1988.  A book, written by a librarian, that concentrates on increasing the effectiveness of research assignments. It includes useful advice not only on structuring such assignments but on teaching documentation styles, finding alternatives to term papers, and using primary sources of various types in undergraduate research.

Matalone, Carolyn B., ed.  Worlds of Writing: Teaching and Learning in Discourse Communities of Work.  New York:  Random, 1989.  A collection offering various perspectives on the writing students encounter in professional settings once they have finished their studies. It includes sections comparing academic and nonacademic writing tasks and situations and exploring writing in industry, journalism, finance, computers, and law.

Walvoord, Barbara E. Fassler.  Helping Students Write Well: A Guide for Teachers in All Disciplines.  2nd ed. New York: MLA, 1986.  A wealth of information on using writing and responding to it. Walvoord includes sample course plans in several disciplines, discusses ways of being an effective writing coach, and explores the roles writing can take in college courses.

Walvoord, Barbara E. Fassler and McCarthy, Lucille P.  Thinking and Writing in College:  A Naturalistic Study of Students in Four Disciplines. Urbana, IL:   NCTE, 1990.  This study of how students write in four disciplines (business, history, psychology, and biology) provides real insights into the various ways students understand the writing they are asked to do.
