· Ambition, maturity, and self-discipline
· Creativity and intellectual curiosity
The online application form should be filled out completely. Three letters of reference are required. The reference forms can be emailed or printed, then sent to people who know the applicant well, preferably for two years or more. One must be from an educator familiar with you as a student. Reference letters cannot be from members of the applicant's family.
The completed application and all supporting materials must be received no later than December 15th. Review of applications begins thereafter.
