Real-world situation:  Debates are raging throughout the United States about Apple's ethical responsibility and accountability for worker conditions in factories in other countries.  Numerous groups and individuals are calling for boycotts of Apple products.  Tri-State High School is not immune from this controversy as a number of Apple computers populate classrooms and labs throughout the school. Further, students use personal iPads and iPhones for many classroom assignments.
The School Board has asked you as Principal to make a recommendation in the form of a memo about a policy on the high school’s use of Apple products.

Specific role: Principal who must make a recommendation to the Board of Education
Decision to be made: Memo to the Board of Education responding to the request for a recommendation (See Memo from Board of Education to Principal in Document Library detailing potential decisions)
Authentic Product: A memo.  Thoroughly research the issue based on evidence from the Document Library and write a memo outlining the issue, rationale, and a recommendation for the Board of Education. 
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
